NATIONAL EDUCATION POLICY 2020: Key Features

An NEP-2020 is a comprehensive framework to gulte development of education in the
country. The need for an education policy in thentoy was for the first felt in 1964 when
Congress MP Siddheshwar Prasad criticized the timrernment for lacking a vision and
philosophy for education. The same year, a 17-merfidacation Commission, headed by then
UGC Chairperson D S Kothari, was constituted tdtdsanational and coordinated policy on
education. Based on the suggestions of this CononisBarliament passed the First Education
Policy in 1968. A new NEP usually comes along every decades. India has had three to date.
As mentioned, the first came in 1968. The secomgeta 1986, under Rajiv Gandhi. The NEP of
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1986 was revised in 1992, when P V Narasimha RaoRvene Minister. This is the third NEP
released Wednesday under the Prime Minister shimoéndra Modi.(Chopra-2021)

The NEP proposes sweeping changes including opemiraf Indian higher education to foreign
universities, dismantling of the UGC and the Alldim Council for Technical Education
(AICTE), introduction of a four-year multidisciplmy undergraduate programme with multiple
exit options, and discontinuation of the M Phil gmmmme. In school education, the policy
focuses on overhauling the curriculum, “easier” Bloaxams, a reduction in the syllabus to
retain “core essentials” and thrust on “experidi@arning and critical thinking”.In a significant
shift from the 1986 policy, which pushed for a 1Gst&icture of school education, the new NEP
pitches for a “5+3+3+4” design. This correspondshe age groups 3-8 years (foundational
stage); 8-11 (preparatory); 11-14 (middle); andl84(secondary). This brings early childhood
education (also known as pre-school education fiddien of ages 3 to 5) under the ambit of
formal schooling. The mid-day meal programme weél éxtended to pre-school children. The
NEP says students until Class 5 should be taughtiin mother tongue or regional language.The
policy also proposes phasing out of all institutooffering single streams and that all
universities and colleges must aim to become msdiplinary by 2040.The NEP only provides
a broad direction and is not mandatory to followmc® education is a concurrent subject (both
the Centre and the state governments can makedawiy, the reforms proposed can only be
implemented collaboratively by the Centre and tiages. This will not happen immediately. The
incumbent government has set a target of 2040 péement the entire policy. Sufficient funding
is also crucial; the 1968 NEP was hamstrung byoatafe of funds.(lbid)

Thedargraduate vocational courses are pivotal in
producing skilled graduates in tune with industri@Volution 4.0.The workforce is growing
substantially. In 2011, India had a workforce o7 &7million which increased to 502.4 in 2017.
However, as per the 12th Plan, 85% of the workfdnes educational qualification up to
secondary level, 55% has educational qualificatipnto primary level and merely 2% of the
workforce has vocational training. As per 2014 datm 4.9 lakh seats available for
apprenticeship, about 2.8 lakh apprentices weliaetia According to the India Skills Report
2018, more than 12 million people between the afeks and 29 years are expected to enter
India’s workforce every year leading to an aboud @&aillion workforce by 2022. However, by
2022, a more skilled workforce of 109 million woule required in 24 key sectors of the
economy.These figures and trends show two cledieciges that India is facing. Firstly, the
workforce that is entering the market does not hiéneerequired skills. Secondly, the skilled
workforce does not have the relevant skills asvidemt from the data in the India Skills Report
2018, which says that the employability of techiycakilled workforce has increased from
33.95% in 2014 to 45.60%in 2018. Another key clmgjéeis that as per the said report, from the
current distribution of the workforce between tmiganised sector and organised sector at 92%
and 8% respectively, it will change slightly to 9G#d 10% respectively in 2022. This means
that the unorganized sector will continue to pownelia’s skilled workforce demand which will
essentially require people with education up toosdary and senior secondary levels to be
skilled and even non-technical graduates to béeskih the relevant and focused areas.The other
initiatives are that today there are 21 ministigsking in the field of skill development in PPP
mode. Some of the key milestones that the NatiSkdl Development Corporation (NSDC) has
achieved in the area of skilling, up-skilling aredgkilling are that there are 538 NSDC training
partners, with more than 10,373 training centresyenthan 1,500 job roles, 37 Sector Skill
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Councils, with pan-India presence. As per dataterfinancial year 2019- 20, more than 20.45
lakh people have been trained and 1.86 lakh hage plkaced.

Suggestions and Recommendations

directly with industry partners for skilling in elant sectors in association with respective
Sector Skill Councils.

b) Funding support and incentives for such edunatimstitutions which are desirous of starting
such courses and training programmes and also mgmoy in the form of incentives for
institutions which already have such programmesingsuccessfully.

Issue 2dentification of key emerging areas with skilledriforce requirement: Despite the
various types of reports published by differentiesan skill development and current scenario
there is no connect between such researches andherground execution of launching such
skill-based training programmes

a) As stipulated in the new National Education &o2020 that school education, especially
grade 6 onwards, must have a skill component, kegrging areas must be integrated with such
skilling curriculum. Areas like robotics, artifidiantelligence, cloud computing, data analytics,
internet of everything, etc, which are projectectteate a number of new jobs are areas which
we need to focus on with well-defined planningacleadmap and defined job perspectives.

b) The training/practical component as per skillreguirements from the unorganised sector
should be integrated in school curriculum so thadents who are desirous of seeking jobs right
after schooling are trained accordingly.

Issue 3nnovation through inter and multi-disciplinary amach: Though inter and multi-
disciplinary approach has long been advocated bwras not well-planned and implemented
with a road map by a majority of the institutionghis has led to a class of academically
gualified candidates who are not of much use tokeiar

a) Designing of such courses should involve expkdsy academics, research, industry and
corporates so that the course adds value to padpmepursue it.

b) Participation from the industry and corporatedesigning of such courses will facilitate
greater absorption of people taking such coursethénindustry as jobs in academics and
research are not adequate for the number of stsgensuing these courses.

c) Research in such disciplines should focus onatest and emerging trends for which a policy
is already in place. The policy should periodicdily reviewed so that it remains relevant and
does not become outdated.

d) Candidates pursuing such disciplines shouldigélke for associated discipline jobs also else
having rigid eligibility barriers will only dissuadfresh talent from joining such courses.

e) Government funding should be provided to inegzrei innovations in these disciplines to
ensure that India is at par with global leaderdasign and development of new technology and
innovations in cutting-edge areas of research.

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Issue 4Value-added course curriculum: Presently the tradial courses in 10+2 or higher
education do not offer any additional skills, whitlay make the graduates and post-graduates
employable.

c) Vocational courses with industry validation cso be considered as special graduate/post-
graduate add-on courses particularly for studailisg in the category.

d) UGC should take up the matter to start UnivgrSientres in areas of National/International
Importance, which could impart training on a coutins basis to “conserve the skilled
manpower and produce skilled manpower”. This wibst building of the nation’s social and
economic trade (industrial development).

Following NEP 2020, the education system could laglenmore practical and job-oriented; thus
the employability is automatically taken care ofitagnables to have more job-givers than just
job-seekers.

i. Skill-based education should be part of highdwaation and it should not be restricted to ITIs
and polytechnics.

Teaching should include more practical/resedrabed training i.e. 50% theory and 50%
practical. Theory and practical should be linked.

iii. Analytical learning should be propagated ipestive of the subject.

iv. Project-based research training for the stuglespecially in Masters/Courses irrespective
of the subjects.
